New TV show celebrating Christian
authors to debut next week

Networked through previous Taylor University
writing conference attendance

Valerie Juillerat is
proof a person can take
deep heartache and turn
it into encouragement
for others. After writing
of her personal tragedy
as a book author, she
recently founded a
television show, “Faith
Written Forward,”
which will debut
Monday, June 1.

Juillerat has local ties
to Grant County, since
she co-ran a business
from about 1994 to 2007
while living in Marion.
At the time, she was
Valerie Rigdon. She now
lives in Fort Wayne and
is Founder and CEO
of the International
Christian Book Awards
and Faith Written
Forward TV show.

One of the influences
on Juillerat’s journey
has been attending
the Taylor University
Professional Writers
Conference, an annual
event on the Upland
campus.

“T have attended
the Taylor University
Writing Conference
the last three years
and actually had the
opportunity last year
to teach a workshop on
Tax Tips for writers,”
she said. “I met Janet
{Hart Leonard} there
last year and was in one
of her workshops. I was

given the opportunity
to speak from the stage
about the International
Christian Book
Awards and then Janet
approached me about
meeting up sometime
for coffee.”

Fast forward to a
series of events that
resulted in Leonard’s
book, “From the
Hart,” (released in
March) winning an
International Christian
Books Award. Leonard
was then interviewed
for the TV show.

However, it was in
2024 that Juillerat’s
book, “Finding Hope
When Storms Don’t
Cease,” was released
and started the media
wheel rolling for her.
Her book was co-written
with David M. Rigdon
and Austin V. Rigdon.

“After publishing
my memoir, I won the
International Impact
Book Award. Going
through that experience
as an award-winning
author, I felt led to
start a book award
program specifically
for Christian authors to
honor and elevate them.
To not just give out an
award, but to walk with
them in their journey

after publishing.

So I founded the
International Christian
Book Awards.”

Winning her award
led Juillerat to speak
on a podcast, which
led to an interview
on VisionTV. She was
offered a spot on their
broadcast network for
her own show featuring
Christian authors.

“Every piece of this
puzzle has been put
together and led by
God,” she said. “T’ve just
been following his lead
and walking through
the open doors. The one
thing that He put on
my heart after seeing
the impact that my own
story was having on
people, was that I had
to help others get their
God stories out too.
Jesus taught in parables
and there was a reason
for that. Stories can
change lives!”

She and husband Tim
live in Fort Wayne and
own a tax firm with
offices in Huntington
and Fort Wayne. She’s a
Huntington University
graduate.

Her faith has carried
her through her
struggles. “Both of my
Grandfathers were

pastors, and I accepted
Christ at the age of
nine. All I ever wanted
to do as child on up was
to serve Him and lead
people to know Him

the way I did. Without
my faith, I don’t know
how I could have gotten
through the season of
life that I did when I
lost my dream home,
my dream business and
both of my, then, teen
sons got into the world
of drugs and alcohol.
My book shares how He
got me through some of
the unimaginable.

“He promises us in
Jeremiah 29:11 ‘For I
know the plans I have
for you,’ declares the
LORD, ‘plans to prosper
you and not to harm
you, plans to give you
hope and a future.’
(NIV). That was the
verse that I held on to.

“We say that the book
awards and the TV show
is a mission in motion,”
she continued. “We are
stepping forward into
a calling. A calling to
share the good news
that there is a hope
and a future when you
have Him to walk you
through life’s storms.
We all go through hard
things, and we all have
a choice as to how we
respond to the adversity.
Sharing my story and
the stories of othersis
my way of overcoming
one step further. We are
looking for partners
who believe in what we
are doing to helps us
keep it on the airwaves
and Kkeep it free to the
authors.”

problems. Children
are spending
less time playing
outdoors, engaging
in imaginative play,
and participating in
physical activity. This
shift has contributed
to increased rates
of obesity among
children and teens.
Another concern is
prolonged exposure
to blue light, which
can cause eye
strain and sleep
disturbances.
Technology also
impacts children
socially. With
fewer in-person
interactions, school
may be one of the
only places children
socialize face-to-face
with peers. Children
who spend excessive
time on devices may
struggle more with
conflict resolution,
empathy, and basic
social interactions.
Social media further
complicates this by
exposing children
to highlight reels
of influencers,
celebrities, and peers.
Constant comparison
can lead to lower self-
esteem, which may
contribute to mental
health struggles
such as anxiety and
depression.
Overconsumption
of technology can
also increase the risk
of cyberbullying.
Children now
communicate with
peers at all hours
of the day, allowing
them to hide behind
screens and act
unkindly, sometimes
anonymously.
Children may see
posts showing events
they were not invited
to or may be included
in group messages
they do not want to
be part of. They may
also be exposed to
information that is
not age appropriate.
How can parents
avoid digital overload
in their children?
First, establish clear,
consistent boundaries
around screen time
(such as no screens
allowed in bedrooms,
at the dinner table, or
after a certain time).
Involve your kids
in creating a family
media plan, which
makes rules around
screen time feel like
a shared agreement
rather than a
punishment.
Parents should
also model healthy
screen-time habits

in their own daily
lives. Encourage
alternative, non-
digital hobbies

such as reading,
playing board games,
crafting, playing
sports, and engaging
in outdoor activities.
In addition, parents
should guide children
toward interactive
or educational
content rather than
passive scrolling.
Whenever possible,
co-view media

with your Kkids to
promote discussion,
engagement, and
meaningful family
interaction.

Parental control
tools and software
can be used to block
inappropriate content
and set screen time
limits. And most
importantly, have
open conversations
with your kids about
why limits exist and
to “pause, think
and report” when
they encounter
disturbing content
or someone acting
inappropriately
online.

For more specific
age-appropriate
guidelines, consider
the 3-6-9-12 rule to
guide your approach:
No screens before age
3, no consoles before
age 6, no internet
before age 9, and no
social media before
age 12.
