It was a clean sweep from 

the Graves County instru-
mental music program 
at the annual Kentucky 
Music Educators Asso-
ciation Large Ensemble 
Assessment.  Recently four 
groups from GCMS and 
GCHS traveled to Paducah 
Tilghman to compete in the 
band and orchestra division. 
Under the direction of  Mrs.
Ellis Shelby, Mr. Daniel 
Thomas and Mr. Richard 
Burchett, each group earned 
the highest rating… DISTIN-
GUISHED!

Members of  the the 
Middle School Band, Middle 
School 8th Grade Orches-
tra, High School Chamber 
Orchestra and High School 
Band began their spring 
semester dissecting  pieces 
they would perform for a 
panel of  judges.  “Metamor-
phosis” by Andrew Boysen 

Jr. and “Call of  the Wild” 
by Brian Balmages echoed 
from band members’ instru-
ments while the orchestra 
musicians filled the air 
with sounds from “Con-
quistador,” “In Prospect,”  
“Fantasia,” and “Shepherd’s 
Hymn.”  

With 65 students compris-
ing the group, the pieces 
are judged on tone quality, 
intonation, interpretation, 
technique, rhythm, balance, 
and stage presence.  In ad-
dition, they also compete in 
what is called Sight Reading.  
The band and orchestra are 
given a new piece of  music 
they have never seen before 
and are required to perform 
it with minimal instruction. 
After being critiqued in each 
category, a composite score 
is then calculated.

As one of  the few events 
that the groups are assessed 
by people outside of  Graves 
County, Band Director, Rich-
ard Burchett, says it is a true 

depiction of  where our pro-
gram falls amongst others. 
“It’s confirmation that what 
we are teaching in combina-
tion with the students’ hard 
work is paying off.  But, 
beyond the feedback of  what 
we are doing well, the judg-
es’ comments have given us 
valuable criticism on what 
we can improve upon going 
forward.”

A distinguished rating 
confirms that not only are 
students being challenged to 
perform at a high level, but 
that they are also meeting 
that challenge.  

“I’m proud of  how far the 
students have come this 
year and this means for the 
future.  We want to continue 
to grow both as musicians 
and as member of  our 
community,” expressed Mr. 
Burchett.

City and County First Responders Face 
Off May 30th in Charity Softball Game

Another historic 
moment was added 
to the Graves Coun-
ty Middle School 
track season during 
the Area 1 Meet at 
Paducah Tilghman 
High School as the 
girls 4x800-meter 
relay team turned in a 
record-setting perfor-
mance.

Abigail Bouland, 
Ozlen Kemp, Avery 
Madding, and Sarah 
Spain raced to a time 
of  11:56.51, shattering 

the previous school 
record of  12:15.70 that 
had remained un-
touched since 2010.

What made the 
achievement even 
more impressive was 
that the quartet had 
not competed togeth-
er in the event prior 
to the meet. Even 
without previous race 
experience as a group, 
the runners came 
together with confi-
dence and delivered 
when the stakes were 
highest.

The season was 
filled with hard work 
and preparation for 

the Eagles, and the 
relay team’s per-
formance reflected 
the dedication each 
athlete brought to the 
track. Their ability 
to support one an-
other and rise to the 
challenge helped 
create one of  the most 
memorable moments 
of  the season.

The record-break-
ing finish secured 
the girls relay team a 
place in GCMS track 
history and capped 
off  an outstanding 
showing at the Area 1 
Meet.

The season came to 
an exciting close for 
the Graves County 
Middle School Eagles 
track team at the 
Area 1 Meet hosted 
by Paducah Tilghman 
High School as the 
boys 4x800-meter relay 
team delivered a his-
tory-making perfor-
mance.

Runners Miles Fowl-
er, Owen King, Eli 
Lockwood, and Jaxon 

Veatch crossed the 
finish line with a time 
of  10:17.46, setting a 
new school record 
and surpassing the 
previous mark set in 
2022 by more than five 
seconds.

The achievement 
highlighted the dedi-
cation and growth the 
team showed through-
out the season. Week 
after week, the relay 
squad battled through 
demanding practices, 
tough competition, 
and setbacks while 

continuing to push 
each other to improve.

Their teamwork and 
determination became 
a driving force for the 
Eagles this season, 
helping the group fin-
ish the year on a high 
note with one of  the 
top accomplishments 
in program history.

GCMS Eagles End Season 
with Record-Breaking 

Relay Performance
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I get several calls a 
year about bagworms 
on trees and shrubs 
in people’s yards.  
They are usually on 
evergreen species but 
can be on other plants 
like maples, oaks and 
locust trees.  Unfor-
tunately, by the time 
most people notice the 
bagworms, it is too 
late to do anything 
about it.  When they 
are in the bag, it is al-
most impossible to get 
a high enough dose of  
insecticide on them to 
do any good.

Bagworms are 
leaf  feeding pests as 
larvae. Early instar 
caterpillars create 
small holes in leaves 
or needles or may pro-
duce windowpane like 
feeding symptoms. 
As they grow, they 
will be able to feed on 
more of  the leaves. 
They may complete-
ly defoliate an area 
of  the plant, or they 
may leave behind the 
largest veins of  the 
host leaf.

Feeding damage 
from bagworms tends 
to start at the top of  
the host plant. As 
feeding progresses, 
the canopy of  the tree 
or shrub will become 
thinner. Over suc-
cessive generations, 
they will move down 
the plant and symp-
toms may spread. 
In evergreen hosts, 
the bagworm often 
induces “bronzing” a 
symptom where for-
merly green sections 
have become bronze 
or brown. These areas 
will likely never re-
cover. 

The most seen 
characteristic of  
bagworms is the bag 
itself. They have been 
described as pinecone 
like by some. When 

the caterpillar first 
emerges, the bag they 
construct is conical 
but as they mature, 
the bag may become 
more diamond shaped 
in profile. The bag is 
tough and brown and 
covered in material 
from the host plant 
like leaf  bits, needles, 
and berries.

Inside of  the bag is 
the caterpillar which 
can range from 1/8th 
inch long to over an 
inch long depend-
ing on the instar of  
development. Cat-
erpillars are mostly 
brown in color, with 
the head and tho-
rax having stripes 
of  yellow-white and 
black. Pupae are lo-
cated inside of  the bag 
and are dark brown. 
Males will emerge as 
winged moths which 
are small and brown 

with fuzzy antennae. 
Females on the oth-
er hand emerge as 
adults that resemble 
the caterpillar stage, 
they have no wings, 
reduced legs, and will 
never leave the bag.

Bagworm eggs 
begin to hatch in May 
across most of  Ken-
tucky. Upon hatching, 
the newly emerged 
caterpillar will ei-
ther stay and reinfest 
the tree they were 
born in, or they may 
“balloon” away to a 
new site. Ballooning 
involves releasing a 
small strand of  silk 
and using that to ride 
wind currents before 
landing on a new host.

The caterpillars 
will progress through 
seven instars of  
development. As they 
progress, the larvae 
will get larger and 

will also enlarge the 
bag they live in. After 
about 6-8 weeks of  
feeding, the larvae 
will be ready to pu-
pate. Typically, this 
occurs in the early fall 
and the caterpillars 
pupate inside of  the 
bag they have con-
structed. Sometimes 
the caterpillar will 
take its bag and leave 
the host plant before 
pupating, leading 
to bags being found 
on the exteriors of  
homes, on fences, and 
other odd locations.

Once pupation is 
complete, the winged 
males emerge to mate 
with the females 
inside of  their bags. 
The females produce 
a pheromone that 
recruits males to 
their bag for mating 
to occur. Male moths 
live for a short period 

while females may 
live for 1-2 weeks as 
adults. Females lay 
their eggs in the re-
mains of  their pupal 
case, where those eggs 
will overwinter to 
emerge next year.

Bagworms can 
cause enough damage 
over successive years 
to seriously harm 
trees and shrubs. One 
possible management 
strategy is to go to 
infested plants in the 
winter and snip the 
bags out of  the plant. 
Use sharp scissors, 
shears, or a knife to 
cut the loop holding 
the bag to the plant. 
Following this proce-
dure will remove the 
female bags with eggs 
and hopefully prevent 
an infestation in the 
spring.

If  bagworms infes-
tations are caught in 

May or June when 
the caterpillars are 
still small, biorational 
insecticides such as 
Bt (Bacillus thuringe-
insis), neem, and 
Spinosad will manage 
populations. If  the 
bagworms are not 
discovered until later 
in the season, then 
applications of  py-
rethroid insecticides 
(such as bifenthrin) or 
carbaryl may be need-
ed to try and curtail 
the caterpillars. These 
likely won’t eliminate 
the population but 
would limit damage. 
A newer product, 
dinotefuran, is a sys-
temic insecticide that 
you can apply to the 
soil around the tree 
and the insecticide is 
taken up by the tree 
and be there to con-
trol the worms when 
they are small and 
just starting to feed.  
This must be done 
before they hatch to 
make sure there is 
enough taken up in 
the plant prior to feed-
ing.  This might be a 
good option for trees 
with known bagworm 
problems from the 
year before.

If  the infestation 
is localized to one 
plant, then the phys-
ical removal method 
mentioned before 
is an option late in 
the summer as well. 
Any bagworm bags 
removed while the 
caterpillar is alive 
should be thrown into 
a bucket of  soapy wa-
ter to kill the insect. 
Do not remove the 
bags and throw them 
on the ground around 
the tree, they will 
simply return to feed 
more!

Much of  this infor-
mation came from 
Entfact-440 
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Kentucky State 
Sen. Danny Carroll, 
R-Paducah, delivered 
major legislative and 
infrastructure victo-
ries during the recent 
General Assembly ses-
sion, securing millions 
of  dollars for West-
ern Kentucky while 
advancing innovative 

energy policy for the 
Commonwealth.

Among Carroll’s 
most significant ac-
complishments was 
the passage of  Senate 
Bill 57, which estab-
lishes the Nuclear 
Reactor Site Readiness 
Pilot Program. The 
legislation positions 
Kentucky as a leader 
in advanced nuclear 

energy development 
and prepares commu-
nities such as Paducah 
for future economic 
growth tied to small 
modular reactor tech-
nology.

Carroll successfully 
secured $75 million 
in authorized govern-
ment expenditures for 
the initiative. The pro-
gram allows approved 

projects to receive up 
to $25 million to sup-
port early site prepa-
ration, licensing, and 
construction permit-
ting for small modu-
lar nuclear reactors. 
Supporters say the 
investment could at-
tract long-term private 
sector development, 
strengthen energy 
reliability, and cre-
ate high-paying jobs 
across the region.

In addition to energy 
policy, Carroll helped 
deliver substantial 
transportation fund-
ing for Marshall and 
McCracken coun-
ties. More than $18.1 
million was secured 
for Marshall County 
highway and bridge 
improvements, in-
cluding $8.75 million 
designated for Inter-
state 69 upgrades and 
$7.5 million for im-
provements along U.S. 
Highway 62.

Carroll also part-
nered with House 
Floor Leader Steve 
Rudy to secure $41.5 
million in localized 
road project funding 

for McCracken Coun-
ty. The funding is 
expected to support 
infrastructure mod-
ernization and im-
prove transportation 
efficiency throughout 
the region.

Beyond infrastruc-
ture and economic 
development, Carroll 
played a key role in 
advancing legislation 
aimed at protecting 
vulnerable youth. He 
handled Senate pas-
sage of  House Bill 669, 

a veto-proof  measure 
ensuring Kentucky 
foster youth can retain 
their own Social Secu-
rity survivor benefits 
rather than having 
those funds redirected.

Carroll said the 
session demonstrat-
ed a commitment to 
strengthening West-
ern Kentucky’s in-
frastructure, energy 
future, and quality of  
life for families and 
communities across 
the region.
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Step back into 
Kentucky’s frontier 
history during the 
3rd Annual Sons of  
the American Revo-
lution Patriot Grave 
Marking ceremony on 
Saturday, June 6, at 2 
p.m. at Fort Jefferson 
Memorial Park, locat-
ed one mile south of  

Wickliffe.
The free community 

event honors the 63 
men, women and chil-
dren who died at Fort 
Jefferson between 
1780 and 1781 during 
one of  Kentucky’s 
earliest settlements. 
Organizers will also 
recognize five addi-
tional patriots this 
year as part of  the 
continuing effort to 

preserve the story of  
Fort Jefferson and 
Clarksville.

Visitors will expe-
rience living history 
through musket firing 
demonstrations, a pa-
rade of  historic flags, 
patriotic music and 
presentations high-
lighting the courage 
and sacrifice of  Amer-
ica’s frontier settlers 
during the Revolu-

tionary War era.
Fort Jefferson was 

once the largest set-
tlement in Kentucky 
and served as General 
George Rogers Clark’s 
western headquarters 
during the Amer-
ican Revolution. 
Organizers say the 
event offers families 
and history lovers a 
unique chance to con-
nect with the region’s 

earliest roots and 
honor the pioneers 
who helped shape the 
nation.

Before the ceremo-
ny, the Ballard-Car-
lisle Historical and 
Genealogical Society 
will open at 11 a.m. 
for tours and access 
to the Fort Jefferson 
Reading and Research 
Room, which houses 
a large collection of  

Revolutionary War 
frontier history docu-
ments.

Residents and visi-
tors alike are encour-
aged to attend this 
meaningful event and 
help celebrate Ameri-
ca’s 250th anniversary 
while honoring the 
legacy of  the patriots 
connected to Fort 
Jefferson.

fires of  our passion to 
grow cold. May we use 
our own imagination 
to come up with fresh 
ideas that can fan the 
embers of  our love into 
a bonfire of  affection? 
I would rather have 
someone give me a can-
dy bar while telling me 
how much they love me 
than to receive elab-
orate, expensive gifts 
like a new house, car, or 
jewelry out of  obliga-
tion. Character traits 
like respect, forgive-
ness, sacrifice, and hu-
mility are foundational 
pillars that strengthen 
the covenant bond 
with our spouse. Let’s 
remember: God is love, 
and walking in commu-
nication with Him is 
the key to maintaining 
a lasting relationship 
with our soulmate.

Do you ever wonder 
what the Lord re-
quires of  you?

Draw-
ing from the book of  
Isaiah 33: 15-16 and of  
Micah 6:8, their mes-
sages emphasize that 
God provides protec-
tion and care for those 
who walk uprightly 
before Him during 
times of  rebellion 
and spiritual decline.

We are reminded 
not to hold grudges 
or retaliate against 
criticism or hatred. 
Instead, believers are 
encouraged to love 
those who oppose 
them, pray for those 
who mistreat them, 
and bless those who 
curse them. Only 
God’s spirit in us can 
help us forgive like 
that, but there is a 
blessing promised to 
those who do.

In conclusion, when 
we ask ourselves, 
“What does the Lord 
require”, we’re re-
minded that all people 
stand in need of  
redemption and that 
true humility before 
God produces com-
passion, mercy, and 
a willingness to seek 
the good of  others. 
There is no room for 
a judgmental spirit, if  
we want clean hands, 
a pure heart, and 
divine protection. As 
followers of  Christ, I 
believe that is some-
thing we all continue 
to work toward.

The nettlesome noise 
awakened the woman 
from a sound sleep.

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​​​​FRANKFORT — 
Biologists with the 
Kentucky Department 
of  Fish and Wildlife 
Resources have con-
firmed the presence of  
Alabama bass hybrids 
in Lake Linville, 
marking the first time 
the species has been 
detected in Kentucky 
waters. Lake Linville 
is a 356-acre lake locat-
ed near Mt. Vernon in 
Rockcastle County.

During routine fish-
eries surveys at Lake 
Linville, biologists col-
lected two fish initially 
identified as spot-
ted bass that raised 
concern. Subsequent 
genetic analysis con-
firmed that both fish 
were Alabama bass/
spotted bass hybrids.

The extent of  Ala-
bama bass presence in 
Lake Linville is cur-
rently unknown. Fish-
eries biologists with 
the department are 
conducting expanded 
genetic testing of  Lake 
Linville’s bass popu-

lation. Findings from 
this effort will help 
guide future manage-
ment strategies for the 
lake and surrounding 
waterways.

Alabama bass, 
native to the Mobile 
Bay basin in Missis-
sippi, Alabama and 
Georgia, have caused 
devastating impacts to 
fisheries outside their 
native range across 
several southeastern 
states. Recent intro-
ductions of  the species 
by anglers in Ten-
nessee, Georgia and 
North Carolina have 
significantly altered 
native populations 
of  smallmouth bass, 
largemouth bass and 
spotted bass through 
interbreeding and 
competition.

Kentucky Fish and 
Wildlife biologists 
are most concerned 
about the potential 
for Alabama bass to 
interbreed with native 
smallmouth and 
spotted bass popu-
lations in Kentucky. 

The resulting hybrid 
fish would eventual-
ly eliminate existing 
smallmouth bass and 
spotted bass over time. 
Home of  the world-re-
cord smallmouth bass, 
Kentucky’s premier 
smallmouth bass fish-
eries, including Lake 
Cumberland and Dale 
Hollow Lake, could 
face serious risk if  an-
glers continue to move 
Alabama bass into 
Kentucky waters.

“The discovery of  
Alabama bass hybrids 
in Lake Linville is con-
cerning for fisheries in 
Kentucky,” said Marcy 
Anderson, program 
coordinator for the 
Southeast Fisheries 
District for Kentucky 
Fish and Wildlife. “It’s 
not simply about an 
introduction of  a new 
species. It’s also the 
long-term negative 
consequences for the 
native bass species 
that anglers frequent-
ly target.”

Previous Alabama 
bass introductions to 

new waters in other 
states have shown that 
they quickly become 
the dominant species 
and drastically re-
duce the abundance 
of  largemouth bass 
through competition. 
Alabama bass do not 
grow as large as they 
typically do in their 
native environment 
and invasive popu-
lations are usually 
composed of  fish 
much smaller than the 
largemouth bass they 
displaced.

Alabama bass are 
nearly indistinguish-
able from native 
Kentucky spotted bass 
based on appearance 
alone, making genet-
ic analysis the most 
reliable method for 
identification. Howev-
er, differences between 
Alabama bass and oth-
er black bass species 
— such as largemouth 
bass and smallmouth 
bass — can sometimes 
be observed through 
jaw size, lateral band 
coloration and overall 

body coloring.
“For many years 

Alabama bass were 
considered a subspe-
cies of  spotted bass 
and many anglers 
still refer to Alabama 
bass as “spots,” said 
Dave Dreves, director 
of  the Kentucky Fish 
and Wildlife Fisheries 
Division. “Unfortu-
nately, Alabama bass 
are very different from 
our native Kentucky 
spotted bass so it’s 
critical that these fish 
are not moved to new 
waterbodies.”​

Public engagement 
remains critical in 
addressing the spread 
of  invasive species 
such as Alabama bass. 
Anglers and boaters 
are reminded not to 
move fish and plants 
between water bodies, 
as doing so can unin-
tentionally introduce 
invasive species into 
new ecosystems. Fol-
lowing all state regu-
lations is essential to 
protecting Kentucky’s 
aquatic resources.

“Invasive species 
negatively impact the 
local environment and 
economy when intro-
duced into new areas,” 
said Jeffrey Herod, 
aquatic invasive spe-
cies coordinator for 
the department. “In 
the case of  Alabama 
bass, there is sufficient 
information based on 
research from fish-
eries biologists from 
multiple states that 
anglers should antici-
pate negative impacts 
to aquatic habitat, and 
specifically declines 
in largemouth bass, 
smallmouth bass and 
spotted bass popula-
tions if  Alabama bass 
become established.”

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FRANKFORT, 
Ky. (KT) – Ken-
tucky State Police 
(KSP) has added a 
specialized “Rook” 
armored vehicle to 
its fleet, enhancing 
the agency’s ability 
to respond to calls 
while prioritizing the 
safety of  both troop-
ers and the public.

“Our brave law 
enforcement offi-
cers put themselves 
in harm’s way to 
make our commu-
nities safer,” Gov. 
Andy Beshear said. 
“Providing them the 
resources they need 
not only boosts pub-
lic safety, but also 
helps ensure they 
can return home 
safely to their family 

at the end of  each 
shift.”

The Rook is a ver-
satile tactical vehicle 
designed to protect 
officers in complex 
law enforcement 
operations, including 
hostage situations, 
barricaded subjects, 
riot response and 
natural disaster sce-
narios. Its compact 
design allows it to 
operate in confined 
spaces where the use 
of  traditional ar-
mored vehicles may 
be limited.

Interchangeable 
attachments, such 
as a hydraulic fork 
for removing obsta-
cles and an armored 
personnel cage for a 
protected approach, 
allow troopers to 
intervene in danger-

ous situations. KSP’s 
Rook is the only such 
vehicle in the state 
and one of  only 108 
in the nation. The ve-
hicle was purchased 
in December 2025 
using asset forfeiture 
funds, which are 
funds seized from 
criminal activity 
that are in turn used 

to enhance public 
safety at no addition-
al cost to Kentucky 
taxpayers.

“The Kentucky 
State Police is com-
mitted to providing 
our troopers with the 
best equipment avail-
able to safely resolve 
critical incidents,” 
KSP Commissioner 

Phillip Burnett Jr., 
said. “This purchase 
is the direct result 
of  successful inves-
tigative efforts by 
our troopers, turning 
funds that were de-
rived from criminal 
activity into tools 
that help us combat 
crime and protect 
Kentuckians.”

The positive im-
pacts of  the Rook 
have already been 
proven. Since its 
acquisition, KSP’s 
Special Response 
Team has deployed 
the Rook eight times, 
and it has proven 
to be a life-saving 
tool, helping breach 
barricades and pro-
tect troopers while 
serving high-risk 
warrants.

By investing in 
advanced tools like 
the Rook, the KSP 
says this helps them 
continue their mis-
sion to protect and 
serve the people 
of  Kentucky while 
ensuring troopers 
are equipped to meet 
evolving public safe-
ty challenges.

(KT) – An investi-
gation by Kentucky 
State Police (KSP) 
Post 1 detectives led to 
the arrest of  a former 
Kentucky Transporta-
tion Cabinet (KYTC) 
employee, now living 
in Tennessee, for 
thefts that occurred 
while he was with 
KYTC.

On April 13, KSP 
Post 1 at Mayfield 
received informa-
tion from the KYTC 
Office of  Inspector 
General reporting a 

suspected theft from 
the KYTC Driver 
Licensing Regional 
Office in Mayfield. It 
was reported to KSP 
that Hunter Simmons, 
while employed with 
KYTC, stole payments 
for services rendered 
by KYTC at the driver 
licensing regional 
office.

A thorough investi-
gation led to findings 
that Simmons was em-
ployed as the Admin-
istrative Section Su-
pervisor for both the 
Mayfield and Paducah 
KYTC Driver Licens-
ing Regional Offices. 
During his employ-

ment, between April 
of  2024 and January 
of  2026, Simmons was 
found to have stolen 

$88,688.50 from the 
Mayfield location. An 
investigation of  the 
Paducah office is still 

ongoing.
The Mayfield inves-

tigation was pre-
sented to the Graves 
County grand jury on 
May 12, 2026, result-
ing in the indictment 
of  Mr. Simmons for 
the offense of  Theft 
By Unlawful Tak-
ing (greater than 
$10,000 but less than 
$1,000,000).

After the indictment 
was handed down, 
Hunter Simmons, 
33 years old, now of  
Bradford, Tenn., was 
located and arrested 
by the Gibson County, 
Tennessee Sheriff’s 
Office on May 19, 2026. 

On May 21, 2026, Sim-
mons was extradited 
from Tennessee and 
brought to the Graves 
County Restricted 
Custody Center where 
he was served with 
the indictment war-
rant. 

The investigation 
remains ongoing by 
Detective Propes with 
additional charges 
possible in McCrack-
en County, once that 
investigation is con-
cluded.

Simmons has his 
next appearance be-
fore a judge scheduled 
for Monday at Graves 
Circuit Court.
