my wrist requiring
surgery with two pins
and six screws to hold
it together.

I remember when
my sister was
diagnosed with stage
4 lung cancer.

Doubt and fear come
flooding into our
soul and mind.

be talking about

how hatred, sin, and
racism are still alive
today. And she’d
shout back, “Move on
Pastor.

news!” Eventually he
would get to the good

I think about all that
Eighteen Hundred
went through in her
life. Racism, slavery,
poverty, and the likes.

« Use one
pharmacy. Always fill
prescriptions from
the same pharmacy.
Modern systems
are equipped with
safeguards to flag
certain drug-to-
drug interactions
automatically. Also,
the pharmacist is
often an underutilized
resource. Ask
questions and figure
out if he or she can
conduct a medication
review to ensure a
regimen for taking
medications is as
complication-free as
possible.

- Utilize smart
systems. Rely on smart
pill dispensers that
unlock only at the
correct time to manage
high-risk medications.
Other pill organizers
and digital apps can
set reminders to take

- Link doses
to actions. Make

Keep pill organizers
in a visible spot so you
remember to take the
medication.

» Ask for help. If
