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Standoff Leads to Two 
Arrests in Marshall County

(MARSHALL 
COUNTY, Ky.) — A 
stolen off-road vehicle 
complaint on Monday 
escalated into an 
hours-long standoff 
requiring a Special 
Response Team 
before concluding 
with two arrests, 
according to the 
Marshall County 
Sheriff’s Office.

Deputies responded 
to a report of a 
stolen side-by-side 
on Briensburg 
Tatumsville Road 
on May 19, 2026. 
Tracks from the 
stolen vehicle 
led investigators 
to a neighboring 
residence down the 
road, where they 
made an unexpected 
discovery.

Upon arriving at 
the property, deputies 
observed a man — 
later identified as 
Donald G. Thorn, 51, 
of Benton — passed 
out inside a vehicle 
with a pistol resting 
on his lap. Thorn 
had already been on 

law enforcement’s 
radar that day, as 
the Calvert City 
Police Department 
had been seeking 
him for questioning 
in connection with 
a separate road rage 
incident.

When deputies 
made contact with 
Thorn, he became 
belligerent and 
refused to exit the 
vehicle. Deputies 
were aware that 
Thorn is a convicted 
felon, making his 
possession of the 
firearm a criminal 
offense. After 
negotiations at 
the scene failed, 
authorities called in 
the Marshall County 
Special Response 
Team — a joint unit 
comprised of deputies 
from the Sheriff’s 
Office and officers 
from the Benton 
Police Department.

SRT members also 
attempted to talk 
Thorn out of the 
vehicle, but those 
efforts were likewise 
unsuccessful. 
Deputies ultimately 

deployed gas into 
the vehicle, at 
which point Thorn 
exited without 
further incident. 
He was charged 
with possession 
of a firearm by a 
convicted felon.

Meanwhile, the 
stolen side-by-side 
was later found 
wrecked near the 
intersection of 
Ridge Road and 
Frazier Road. A 
joint investigation 
by Marshall County 
Detectives and the 
Calvert City Police 
Department led to 
the identification 
and arrest of Derek 
Darnall, 39, of 
Gilbertsville, who 
was located in the 
area and determined 
to have been 
operating the stolen 
vehicle. Darnall 
was charged with 
receiving stolen 
property over $1,000 
and second-degree 
criminal mischief.

Both Thorn and 
Darnall were booked 
into the Marshall 
County Jail.

Massie loses KY GOP primary to 
Gallrein in another Trump Victory

HEBRON, Ky. (AP) 
— Kentucky U.S. 
Rep. Thomas Massie 
lost his Republican 
House primary 
Tuesday in another 
test of President 
Donald Trump’s 
power over his party 
after he handpicked 
challenger and 
ultimate winner Ed 
Gallrein to oust the 
incumbent.

The result showed 
the president’s 
persisting influence 
over GOP voters and 
added to a growing 
number of Trump-
backed primary 
challengers to 
defeat Republican 
lawmakers who 
angered him in 
his second term, 
including Sen. Bill 
Cassidy in Louisiana 
and several Indiana 
state senators 
who defied him on 
redistricting.

Massie, who has 
served in Congress 
since 2012, is one 
of the last and 
most outspoken 

holdouts. He pushed 
for the release of 
the Jeffrey Epstein 
files, criticized the 
war in Iran and 
voted against the 
president’s signature 
tax legislation last 
year. Still, he tried to 
convince voters that 
they could be for both 
him and Trump.

In the evening, after 
the primary result 
was known, Massie 
took the stage before 
a fired-up crowd 
that cheered and 
chanted throughout 
his speech, including 
slogans such as “no 
more wars” and 
“America First!”

“We stirred up 
something. There is 
a yearning in this 
country for someone 
who will vote for 
principles over 
party,” Massie said.

He also criticized 
unwavering fealty to 
Trump in Congress: 
“If the legislative 
branch always votes 
whichever way the 
wind is blowing, 
then we have mob 
rule,” he said. But if 
lawmakers follow the 
constitution, “we have 
a Republic.

ed to the scene after 
receiving reports of  
a two-vehicle colli-
sion around 9:31 p.m. 
Kentucky State Police 

were later contacted 
at approximately 10:19 
p.m. to assist with the 
investigation.

The release stated 
that a 2014 white Nis-
san Rogue, operated 
by Robbin McPhail, 
55, of  Fair Grove, 
Missouri, was travel-
ing eastbound on U.S. 
60 when it was struck 
from behind by anoth-
er vehicle.

Investigators said 
the impact caused 
the Nissan Rogue to 
strike a guardrail on 
the northbound side 
of  the roadway be-
fore crossing off  the 
southbound side and 
colliding with a tree.

McPhail sustained 
non-life-threaten-
ing injuries and was 

transported to a local 
hospital where she 
was treated and re-
leased.

A passenger in the 
vehicle, Deborah 
Martin, 72, of  Fair 
Grove, Missouri, suf-
fered life-threatening 
injuries in the crash. 
According to KSP, she 
was transported to a 
local hospital where 
she later succumbed 
to her injuries.

The second vehicle 
reportedly fled the 
scene traveling east-
bound on U.S. 60 at a 
high rate of  speed.

Kentucky State Po-
lice stated that during 
the initial stages of  
the investigation, 
troopers believed the 
suspect vehicle to be 

a 2003-2005 Mercury 
Grand Marquis and 
asked the public for 
assistance in iden-
tifying the driver. 
Through citizen tips 
and assistance from

According to the 

press release, Cook 
was arrested and 
charged with Man-
slaughter 2nd Degree, 
Leaving the Scene of  
an Accident, Failure 
to Maintain Insur-
ance, and Tampering 
With Physical Evi-
dence. He was lodged 
in the Ballard County 
Jail.

Kentucky State 
Police also thanked 
members of  the 
public who provided 
information related 
to the investigation, 
along with the Bal-
lard County Sheriff’s 
Office for assisting in 
the case.

The investigation 
remains ongoing by 
Trooper Cody Jack-
son, according to KSP.

MURRAY — For the 
second time in the last 
three years, Murray 
State’s student-athletes 
have broken the school 
record for highest GPA 
with a 3.35 in Spring 
2026. The previous 
record was set in Spring 
2024 when the depart-
ment notched a 3.34 
GPA.

The academic mark 
also extends the Racers’ 
continuous streak of  
maintaining a depart-
mental GPA of  a 3.0 
or better, which now 
stands at 44 consecutive 
semesters.

“To once again raise 
the standard academi-
cally and continue a tra-
dition of  excellence in 
the classroom is an in-
credible achievement,” 
Murray State University 
President Dr. Ron Pat-
terson said. “We are ex-
tremely proud of  each of  
our student-athletes for 
their commitment and 
dedication, and we are 
thankful for the coaches 
and academic support 
staff  who consistently 
emphasize success both 
in competition and in 
the classroom.”

Murray State saw 
13 teams notch a GPA 

above 3.0, with seven of  
those teams posting an 
average of  at least a 3.5. 
Volleyball led the way 
with a departmental 
best 3.82, with Baseball 
leading all male sport 
programs with a 3.51. 
Football also notched 
an impressive number, 
recording their sec-
ond-best GPA in pro-
gram history with a 3.04.

“We are incredibly 
proud of  the effort our 
student-athletes con-
tinue to put into their 
academics, and breaking 
our departmental GPA 
record and extending 
our 3.0 GPA streak to 
44 consecutive semes-
ters is a remarkable 
achievement,” Director 
of  Athletics Nico Yantko 
said. “We continue to 
prioritize student-ath-
lete success through 
the Dennis Jackson 
Leadership Program 
and academic support 
both internally and 
on campus. This is an 
incredible achievement, 
and we are grateful for 
our coaches, academic 
support staff  and every-
one who helped make 
this record-breaking 
milestone possible.”

Eighty-seven (87) stu-
dent-athletes made the 
President’s List, which 

is a perfect 4.0 for the 
semester, while eighty-
four (84) student-ath-
letes made the Dean’s 
List, which requires a 
3.5 or higher.

Overall, 254 stu-
dent-athletes had a 
semester GPA of  3.0 or 
higher, which represents 
77 percent of  all stu-
dent-athletes reaching 
this accomplishment.

The Dennis Jackson 
Leadership Program, 
which was announced 
in January 2023, 
provides the needed 
tools to Murray State 
student-athletes in 
the areas of  personal 
growth, life skills and 
professional develop-
ment. From recruitment 
through retirement, the 
program is a guide for 
student-athletes to be 
successful people both 
with their families and 
in their careers.

The program is named 
after Racer great Dennis 
Jackson, who became 
the first African Amer-
ican student-athlete at 
Murray State in 1960 
and excelled to All-Ohio 
Valley Conference status 
in two sports. Jackson 
went on to graduate 
from Murray State with 
degrees in history and 
physical education.

Murray State student-athletes 
shatter school record for 
highest departmental GPA

FRANKFORT — Hunt-
ers harvested a record 
36,439 turkeys during the 
2026 spring hunting sea-
son in Kentucky, smash-
ing the 10-year average 
of  30,847.

Wildlife officials at-
tribute the high harvest 
to a variety of  factors, 
including more turkeys 
on the landscape this 
year, more hunters in 
the woods and weather 
conducive for hunting.

“Everything we saw 
over the last two years 
– from the high percent-
ages of  hens laying eggs 
and strong poult survival 
rates to the emergence of  
cicadas in parts of  West-
ern Kentucky – suggest-
ed that hunters would 
enjoy a lot of  opportuni-
ties to harvest birds this 
season,” said Zak Danks, 
turkey-grouse program 
coordinator for the 
Kentucky Department 
of  Fish and Wildlife Re-
sources. “When we had 
four straight weekends 
of  good weather, that 
just set the stage.”

As with past years, a 
lot of  turkeys were taken 
early in the season.

Youth harvested 2,613 
turkeys during the April 
4-5 youth-only season 
alone, 304 higher than 
the previous record and 
well above the 10-year 
average of  1,670. On 
April 18-19, the opening 
weekend of  the 23-day 
general season, hunters 
harvested 13,670 turkeys, 
well above the 10-year 
average of  9,860.

“Our youngest hunters 
set the tone early, and 
it never let up,” Danks 
said.

But in many ways, the 
spring season resembled 
those before it: most 
turkeys were taken with 
a shotgun, most were 
taken by Kentucky res-
idents, and counties to 
the south and west had 
the most turkeys har-
vested, while hunters in 
the counties to the north 
and middle of  the state 
took more turkeys per 

square mile.
OVERALL HARVEST: 

The spring harvest of  
36,439 birds topped the 
previous record of  36,097 
set in 2010 and was 18 
percent higher than the 
10-year average.

GENDER: Kentucky 
allows hunters to take 
bearded hens in the 
spring, but 99.5 percent 
of  turkeys harvested 
were male. The 193 
bearded hens that were 
harvested was 157 fewer 
than the record set in 
2011 and well below 
the 10-year average of  
258. Of  the 193 birds, 22 
were taken during the 
youth-only season.

TURKEY AGES:  85.8 
percent of  the male birds 
harvested were toms, 
with the rest younger 
jakes.

METHOD OF TAKE: 
The vast majority of  
turkeys were harvested 
with a shotgun (35,991), 
with bow (258), crossbow 
(129) and muzzleloader 
(61) far behind.

BY REGION: The 
Green River Region led 
with 10,132 birds har-
vested, followed by the 
Southeast (8,045), the 
Bluegrass (7,895), the 
Purchase (5,269) and 
Northeast (5,098).

TOP COUNTIES: For 
the third year in a row, 
Graves County finished 
with the highest total 
harvest at 778 birds, 
followed by Muhlenberg 
(746), Breckinridge (662), 
Pulaski (659), Christian 
(639), Hopkins (636), 
Ohio (593), Hardin (566), 
Grayson (548) and Logan 
(538). Seven of  those 
counties are in the Green 
River Region.

But when counties 
are ranked based on 
harvest per square mile, 
six of  the top 10 are in 
the Bluegrass Region, 
with two in the North-
east Region. Pendleton 
leads the way at 1.82 
birds taken per square 
mile, followed by Rob-
ertson (1.81), Anderson 
(1.59), Muhlenberg (1.56), 
Bracken (1.48), Owen 
(1.41), Graves (1.4), Car-

roll (1.34), Grant (1.34) 
and Henry (1.34).

PUBLIC LANDS: 2,373 
turkeys were harvested 
on public land, higher 
than last year’s 1,928 and 
well above the 10-year 
average of  1,763.

HUNTER SUCCESS: 
25.6 percent of  successful 
hunters harvested two 
birds.

BANDED BIRDS: 
Hunters reported 
harvesting 150 banded 
turkeys.

Danks said biologists 
at Kentucky Fish and 
Wildlife will take a deep-
er dive into the spring 
season results as the 
department continues 
to strike the balance be-
tween providing hunting 
opportunities and ensur-
ing a strong, sustainable 
turkey population.

“The broad conclu-
sions from a first-blush 
look at the numbers are 
pretty apparent: a lot of  
hunters went into the 
woods, a lot of  them had 
success and there were 
a lot of  2-year-old birds 
to be harvested,” Danks 
said. “All in all, those 
were good things. But 
we also know that some 
hunters said they didn’t 
see or hear as many 
birds as they expected 
to, particularly in some 
areas.”

Based on harvest rate 
data, Kentucky hunters 
are not taking more 
birds than past research 
suggested could be un-
sustainable, Danks said. 
But researchers contin-
ue to collect data and 
study that issue. They 
also continue to analyze 
data related to the entire 
reproductive cycle, from 
nest locations to poult 
survival.

Poult surveys from 
a year ago suggest the 
2027 spring season will 
also be good, but young 
turkeys face threats like 
disappearing habitat, 
early mowing and pred-
ators.

“This was a good year 
for hunters, but we can’t 
expect a record every 
year,” Danks said.

FRANKFORT, Ky. 
- Today, Gov. Andy 
Beshear announced 
that Team Kentucky 
has launched its 10th 
EV fast-charging site, 
as drivers in South-
central Kentucky are 
now able to plug in at 
Casey’s in Bowling 
Green.  

“Team Kentucky 
knows that EVs are 
no longer the tech-
nology of  the future, 
they’re here now,” said 
Gov. Beshear. “Fam-
ilies and businesses 
shouldn’t have to trav-
el our state and worry 
about where their next 
charge is coming from, 
and with our steadily 
expanding charging 
network, they won’t 
have to.”  

Last fall, Kentucky 
resecured $17.8 mil-
lion in previously 
appropriated funds to 
build out EV charging 
stations after the Gov-

ernor joined a lawsuit 
challenging the fed-
eral government over 
its unlawful decision 
to freeze funding for 
the National Electric 
Vehicle Infrastructure 
(NEVI) program.

The Francis Energy 
location at Casey’s in 
Bowling Green is the 
10th station to open in 
Kentucky as part of  
the federally funded 
NEVI program admin-
istered by the Ken-
tucky Transportation 
Cabinet. Sites are also 
open in Berea, Camp-
ton, Glasgow, Grayson, 
Hazard, Morehead, 
Paducah, Richmond 
and Sparta. The EV 
Charging Program 
aims to expand the 
network of  EV char-
gers across the state. 

The Bowling Green 
site, located at 4455 
Russellville Road 
off  Interstate 165 at 
Exit 5, has four ports 
capable of  charging 
at up to 400 kilowatts 

each. The site was 
approved in Decem-
ber 2024 and awarded 
$582,000 through the 
EV Charging Program 
for the project. Francis 
Energy built, main-
tains and operates the 
EV charging stations 
at the Casey’s location. 

“Francis Energy is 
excited to continue 
our expansion across 
Kentucky with our lat-
est station opening in 
Bowling Green,” said 
Francis Energy Direc-
tor of  Project  Develop-
ment and External Af-
fairs Sydney Martinez 
Bingham. “The pace of  
our growth is driven 
by a shared vision for 
a stronger, more con-
nected commonwealth, 
demonstrating both 
our commitment to 
those we serve and the 
exceptional strength 
of  our partnership 
with the Kentucky 
Transportation Cabi-
net.”

Kentucky’s EV 

Charging Network  
NEVI funds totaling 

$55 million have been 
obligated for fast-
charging stations in 
Kentucky. 

“Reaching a mile-
stone 10 sites is a big 
step to ease range 
anxiety for EV drivers 
who live in Kentucky 
and those who are vis-
iting our state,” said 
KYTC Secretary Re-
becca Goodman. “Fast-
charging stations 

statewide will make 
a real difference for 
Kentuckians and those 
visiting the common-
wealth.”

The sites are along 
the state’s interstates 
and parkways. Each 
station must have at 
least four charging 
ports, be accessible 
to the public 24 hours 
a day/seven days a 
week, and work with 
most EV models.  

KYTC will not de-

velop, own, operate or 
maintain the charging 
stations. Each develop-
er must fund at least 
20% of  the construc-
tion and operational 
costs and is required 
to maintain the oper-
ation of  the charging 
station for at least five 
years.

Research has shown 
that participation in 
high school athletics 
and activities has 
overall positive effects

Mental health 
issues are often linked 
with other health 
and behavioral risks,

In addition to 
outlining warning 
signs and providing 
prevention strategies, 
the course repeatedly 
encourages students 
who are struggling to 
speak with a parent, 
coach or other trusted 
adult to seek support 
from a counselor, 
psychologist or other 
professional.

Gallrein delivered 
a shorter, more 
muted speech at 
his victory party in 
Covington, where he 
first thanked Trump 
for his support and 
leadership.

Gallrein, a former 
Navy SEAL, ran on 
his military service 
and loyalty to the 
president and accused 
Massie of forsaking 
Trump and the party. 
He is expected to win 
the general election 
against Democrat 
Melissa Strange 
in the deeply red 
district.

The president 
visited Kentucky 
to boost Gallrein in 
March.

The primary turned 
white hot in the 
final stretch of the 
campaign as Massie 
recruited a phalanx 
of other Republicans, 
including Rep. 
Lauren Boebert, in 
an attempt to show 
voters that they 
could support both 
him and Trump. 
Trump ratcheted 
up his social media 
attacks on Massie, 
calling him “an 
obstructionist and a 
fool,” and Gallrein 
shared a stage with 
Defense Secretary 
Pete Hegseth on 
Monday.The race was 
the most expensive 
U.S. House primary 
in history.

Also Tuesday, 
Republicans 
statewide chose 
U.S. Rep. Andy 
Barr as their 
nominee to replace 
Mitch McConnell, 
the longtime U.S. 
Senate leader. In a 
contest representing 
a generational 
changing of the guard 
for the party, Barr, 
who was endorsed by 
Trump, bested Daniel 
Cameron, a former 
state attorney general 
who leaned into his 
Christianity on the 
campaign trail.

Massie’s challenge
Massie’s challenge 

was to win over 
voters who generally 
think favorably of 
Trump, the same 
man telling them to 
vote for Gallrein. 
It was not the first 
Republican primary 
Trump has tried to 
sway, but Massie’s 
overt rebelliousness 
has been a particular 
challenge to the 
president.

Gallrein embraced 
the role Trump gave 
him and focused his 
pitch to voters on his 
personal history and 
unwavering loyalty to 
the president. Some 
voters were fed up 
with Massie bucking 

the party.
George Scherzer, 

who lives in the small 
town of Crestwood, 
supported Massie 
in past elections but 
did not like his lack 
of support for some 
of the president’s 
agenda, including 
last year’s tax and 
spending bill, known 
as the One Big 
Beautiful Bill.

“Some of his 
votes just did not 
make sense to me,” 
Scherzer said.

Massie noted 
that he voted with 
his party the vast 
majority of the time. 
As for the remainder, 
he said those were 
on proposals that 
violated his America 
First principles such 
as adding to the 
national debt and 
getting into military 
entanglements like 
the war with Iran.

Massie has voted 
against U.S. aid to 
Israel and faced 
accusations of 
antisemitism. He has 
denied the charges, 
arguing that he is 
generally against all 
foreign aid. But the 
race drew in millions 
of dollars against 
him from pro-Israel 
interest groups, 
including from the 
Republican Jewish 
Coalition Victory 
Fund.

That became a 
stump topic for 
Massie, who said the 
attempt to oust him 
was to send a warning 
to other lawmakers 
who oppose the 
president or aid to 
Israel.

In a last-minute 
pitch to Kentucky 
Republicans, Boebert 
posted photos of her 
with Massie and with 
Trump on the social 
platform X, saying, 
“I support both of 
these men.” Replying 
to that, Massie said: 
“she likes both 
Trump and me! Yes 
it’s possible!!”

Trump lashed 
out at Boebert on 
his Truth Social 
platform, asking 
for a Republican to 
challenge her — even 
though the filing 
deadline in her home 
state of Colorado 

has already passed. 
“Anybody that dumb 
deserves a good 
Primary fight!” he 
wrote.

Trump also 
influenced Senate 
primary

The president 
swayed the race 
not just through 
his endorsement 
but by offering a 
third challenger, 
Nate Morris, an 
ambassadorship 
just over two weeks 
before Election 
Day. Morris, who 
fashioned himself as 
the MAGA candidate, 
withdrew from the 
race and encouraged 
his backers to support 
Barr.

Barr was first 
elected in 2012 in the 
6th Congressional 
District. As with 
Gallrein, he is 
expected to win the 
general election 
in the Republican-
dominated state.

During the 
campaign both 
Barr and Cameron 
tiptoed around their 
relationship with 
McConnell, whom 
they previously called 
a mentor.

McConnell 
criticized Trump over 
the Jan. 6, 2021, attack 
on the U.S. Capitol 
and more recently 
voted against some of 
his Cabinet picks. He 
is stepping down after 
becoming the longest 
serving Senate leader 
in American history, 
coinciding with a 
transformation of the 
party under Trump.

Many Republicans, 
while admiring 
McConnell’s 
achievements, see 
him as out of step 
with the Make 
America Great Again 
and America First 
movements spawned 
by Trump. Both 
Barr and Cameron 
took note, and 
while ingratiating 
themselves to the 
president, they 
put some distance 
between themselves 
and the senator.

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FRANKFORT, Ky. 
(KT) – Sixth District 
Congressman Andy 
Barr won the high-pro-
file GOP primary race 
to succeed former Re-
publican Leader Mitch 
McConnell in the U.S. 
Senate.

Barr, who has been 
in Congress since 2013, 
handily defeated former 
Kentucky Attorney 
General Daniel Camer-
on. Barr won 62.8% of  
the vote to Cameron’s 
28.6% in the 11-person 
field.

Cameron was con-
sidered to be the leader 
early in the race, but 
the better-funded Barr 
was able to close the 
gap and pull ahead 
after receiving the en-
dorsement of  President 
Donald Trump.

“This victory is about 
the future, and wheth-
er that future will be 
shaped by Kentucky 
common sense or the 

craziness about the 
extreme far left,” said 
Barr in his acceptance 
speech.

Barr thanked his 
opponents for pushing 
him during the cam-
paign and Trump for 
his backing.

“By running, they 

made Kentucky stron-
ger, America stronger 
and they made me a 
better candidate. I also 
want to thank Presi-
dent Donald J. Trump. 
Thank you Mr. Presi-
dent for your powerful 
support. I look forward 
to fighting alongside 

you, to advance our 
America First agenda, 
and deliver for Ken-
tucky in the United 
States Senate.”  

During his concession 
speech, Cameron prom-
ised to support Barr in 
the fall general election.

“I told him I was 

grateful for the cam-
paign that he ran, and 
for the way he has artic-
ulated his vision for our 
120 Kentucky counties. 
My hope is when the 
votes are tallied in 
November and the last 
votes is counted, he will 
be Senator-elect Andy 

Barr,” said Cameron. 
“I also told him that if  
I can be of  any service 
to him during the fall 
campaign, I will cer-
tainly do it.”

Barr will take on 
Democrat Charles 
Booker, a former state 
representative from 
Louisville, in the No-
vember general elec-
tion.

Booker defeated 
retired Marine fighter 
pilot Amy McGrath. He 
became the first Afri-
can American to win a 
U.S. Senate primary in 
2022 where he eventual-
ly lost to Rand Paul in 
the general election.

“People didn’t think 
this was possible in a 
place like Kentucky. 
But it’s places like 
Kentucky that make 
democracy real. It’s 
places like Kentucky 
that show the power of  
humanity, because we 
are hard-working and 
dependable.”

FRANKFORT, Ky. 
(KT) – Hunters harvested 
a record 36,439 turkeys 
during the 2026 spring 
hunting season in Ken-
tucky, smashing the 10-
year average of  30,847, ac-
cording to the Kentucky 
Department of  Fish and 
Wildlife Resources.

Wildlife officials attri-
bute the high harvest to a 
variety of  factors, includ-
ing more turkeys on the 
landscape this year, more 

hunters in the woods and 
weather conducive for 
hunting.

“Everything we saw 
over the last two years 
– from the high percent-
ages of  hens laying eggs 
and strong poult survival 
rates to the emergence 
of  cicadas in parts of  
Western Kentucky – 
suggested that hunters 
would enjoy a lot of  
opportunities to harvest 
birds this season,” said 
Zak Danks, turkey-grouse 
program coordinator for 
the Kentucky Depart-

ment of  Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. “When we had 
four straight weekends 
of  good weather, that just 
set the stage.”

As with past years, a 
lot of  turkeys were taken 
early in the season.

Youth harvested 2,613 
turkeys during the April 
4-5 youth-only season, 304 
higher than the previous 
record and well above the 
10-year average of  1,670. 
On April 18-19, the open-
ing weekend of  the 23-day 
general season, hunters 
harvested 13,670 turkeys, 

well above the 10-year 
average of  9,860.

“Our youngest hunters 
set the tone early, and it 
never let up,” Danks said.

In many ways, the 
spring season resembled 
previous ones: most 
turkeys were taken with a 
shotgun, most were taken 
by Kentucky residents, 
and counties to the south 
and west had the most 
turkeys harvested, while 
hunters in the counties 
to the north and middle 
of  the state took more 
turkeys per square mile.

Breaking the take down 
by region: The Green Riv-
er Region led with 10,132 
birds harvested, followed 
by the Southeast (8,045), 
the Bluegrass (7,895), 
the Purchase (5,269) and 
Northeast (5,098).

For the third year in a 
row, Graves County had 
the highest total harvest 
at 778 birds, followed by 
Muhlenberg (746), Breck-
inridge (662), Pulaski 
(659), Christian (639), 
Hopkins (636), Ohio (593), 
Hardin (566), Grayson 
(548) and Logan (538). 

Seven of  those counties 
are in the Green River 
Region.

But when counties are 
ranked based on harvest 
per square mile, six of  
the top 10 are in the Blue-
grass Region, with two 
in the Northeast Region. 
Pendleton leads the way 
at 1.82 birds taken per 
square mile, followed by 
Robertson (1.81), Ander-
son (1.59), Muhlenberg 
(1.56), Bracken (1.48), 
Owen (1.41), Graves (1.4), 
Carroll (1.34), Grant (1.34) 
and Henry (1.34).

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Lexington, Ky.—
Owning woodland 

can be a point of  
pride in Kentucky. It 
can also raise many 
questions. Who do you 
call if  invasive plants 
are moving in? How do 
you improve habitat 
for wildlife? What 
steps make sense if  
you want to cut timber 
someday or if  you 
want to leave the land 
in good shape for your 
family? 

A University of  Ken-
tucky Martin-Gatton 
College of  Agricul-
ture, Food and Envi-
ronment effort coined 
Every Acre Counts 
is working to make 
those first steps easier, 
connecting people to 
the groups that are 
already providing 
services to woodland 
owners across the 
state.  

Developed by the UK 
Department of  Forest-
ry and Natural Re-
sources (FNR) and the 
Kentucky Division of  
Forestry, the program 
will help coordinate 
and support current 
statewide efforts to 
engage woodland 
owners through part-
nerships with external 
organizations. This 
program will focus on 
new woodland owners 
and those without a 
forest management 
plan, with the goal 
of  facilitating active 
management on more 
Kentucky acres. 

“Groups across Ken-
tucky are doing strong 
work with woodland 
owners, but a lot of  
it is scattered,” said 
Logan Baker, project 
coordinator for Every 

Acre Counts and FNR 
Extension associate at 
Martin-Gatton CAFE. 
“Every Acre Counts 
is pulling together the 
pieces: Who’s doing 
what, where people 
can plug in and how 
woodland owners who 
haven’t been reached 
yet can find a starting 
point.” 

Baker said the pro-
gram is connecting a 
statewide network of  
partner organizations 
that already work with 
woodland owners. 
Those groups offer 
guidance, workshops, 
technical help or 
connections to other 
services, but they do 
not always operate in 
one easy-to-find place. 

“Every Acre Counts 
KY is built on the idea 
that meaningful forest 
stewardship starts 
with relationships, 
both between wood-
land owners and the 
organizations that can 
help those property 
owners,” said Jacob 
Muller, program proj-
ect leader and FNR 
assistant professor. 
“By bringing together 
trusted local organi-
zations, agencies, and 

community partners, 
we can connect more 
Kentucky woodland 
owners with the tools, 
knowledge, and oppor-
tunities they need to 
actively manage and 
sustain their forests 
for future genera-
tions.” 

Baker is meeting 
with partner orga-
nizations across the 
Commonwealth to 
learn more about their 
current work.  

“From these conver-
sations, I am creating 
short partner profiles 
that explain each 
group’s role and how 
it connects with wood-
land owners,” Baker 
said. “I’m also putting 
together an asset map 
and a resource list. All 
of  that material will 
be posted on the Every 
Acre Counts website, 
which will be a central 
place where partners 
— and eventually 
woodland owners 
seeking help — can 
find information more 
easily.” 

The idea is not to 
replace the work those 
groups are already do-
ing. Instead, the goal 
is to help them work 

more collaboratively 
so landowners have 
a clearer path to the 
help they need. 

Management Plans 

For many landown-
ers, that help may 
begin with a forest 
management plan. 
A management plan 
can assist a woodland 
owner as they think 
through goals for the 
land, whether that 
means improving 
wildlife habitat, caring 

for timber, protecting 
water quality or sim-
ply keeping the woods 
healthy for the next 
generation. 

Baker said Every 
Acre Counts is pay-
ing special attention 
to landowners who 
do not yet have man-
agement plans and 
to others who have 
been difficult to reach 
through earlier out-
reach efforts. 

The project is also 
piloting this approach 
in parts of  Appala-
chian Kentucky while 
the partner network 
and website are being 
built. Baker said that 
could lead to local 
events, such as meet-
ings through Exten-
sion offices, where 
partner organizations 
can connect directly 
with woodland own-
ers. 

Looking ahead, 
Muller and Baker said 
the team hopes to hold 
a partner summit on 
UK’s campus in early 
summer. The meeting 
would give organiza-

tions a chance to sit 
down together, talk 
through their goals 
and look for practical 
ways to work more 
closely. 

“Every acre that 
becomes healthier, 
more resilient, and 
more productive 
strengthens not only 
our forests, but also 
the communities and 
economies that de-
pend on them,” Muller 
said.

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LEXINGTON, Ky.—
As the University of  

Kentucky soil judging 
team waited to hear the 
results of  the 2026 Na-
tional Collegiate Soils 
Contest, participant 
Jose Villanos wasn’t 
expecting good news. 

“We didn’t think 
we did well at all, and 
especially I didn’t think 
I was going to do well,” 
said Villanos, a rising 
senior studying Agri-
cultural and Medical 
Biotechnology at the 
UK Martin-Gatton 
College of  Agriculture, 
Food and Environment, 
who also competed 
individually. 

Twenty-eight col-
legiate teams and 112 
individuals competed 
in the contest, which 
was hosted March 22-27 
near Raleigh, North 
Carolina.

The results came in: 
UK placed seventh as a 
team. Villanos placed 
fifth. 

“It was a great day,” 
Villanos said. 

‘The best experience’ 
Led by Chris Shep-

ard, associate professor 
of  pedology in the De-
partment of  Plant and 
Soil Sciences, UK’s soil 
judging team consists 
of  students who first 
take PLS 396. In that 
course, students learn 
soil resource evaluation 

that prepares them for 
the Southeast Regional 
Collegiate Soils Contest. 
If  the team qualifies for 
the national level, stu-
dents who will continue 
competing take PLS 406.

“Soil judging is teach-
ing students how to 
describe soils,” Shepard 
said. 

Students analyze 
the soil’s physical 
properties, such as its 
layers, called horizons; 
composition, including 
textures of  sand, silt 
and clay; and colors. 
Students also make 
soil-use interpreta-
tions, such as thinking 
about construction or 
streets in the area, and 
determine how the soil 
relates to the broader 
environmental context. 

“The goal is to pro-
vide them with enough 
information and knowl-
edge that they’re able 
to go and independent-
ly do this during the 
competition — and, 
obviously, hopefully 
after the competition 
as well — and that they 
can do it at the same 
general level as some-
body who’s an expert,” 
Shepard said. 

Shepard said he never 
participated in soil 
judging as a student 
and has been grateful to 
learn from his graduate 
students as well as oth-
er universities’ coaches 
since he started coach-

ing UK’s team in 2018. 
Grace Bodine is 

currently the assistant 
coach and a doctoral 
student in Integrated 
Plant and Soil Scienc-
es at Martin-Gatton 
CAFE. 

After becoming “ob-
sessed” with soil, Bo-
dine studied soil science 
as an undergraduate 
at Texas A&M, but the 
university didn’t have 
an active soil judging 
team at the time. While 
getting her master’s 
degree at the University 
of  Maryland, Bodine 
worked with one of  the 
soil judging coaches. 
Knowing she could 
continue that during 
her doctorate was “one 
of  the things that made 
me excited about com-
ing here to UK,” Bodine 
said. 

Bodine said it’s an 
unmatched learning 
opportunity for under-
graduate students. 

“It’s the best expe-
rience you can get to 
learn about soils,” she 
said. “You’re in the dirt, 
you’re in the pit.”

‘You all are very good 
at this’ 

The Southeast region, 
which Bodine described 
as “very competitive,” 
includes universities 
from Kentucky, Vir-
ginia, West Virginia, 
Tennessee, North Car-
olina, South Carolina, 
Georgia, Alabama and 

Florida. The 2025 re-
gional competition was 
also hosted by North 
Carolina State, near 
Raleigh. 

UK placed sixth at 
regionals, claiming the 
last qualifying spot for 
nationals. 

“We all freaked out,” 
Bodine said. “That 
helped boost the confi-
dence of  the students 
from that point on.” 

Other than those who 
graduated, the team 
continued to prepare 
for the national com-
petition. The following 
students competed: 

Michaela Cobb, Ag-
ricultural Ecosystem 
Sciences. Grant Feese, 
Agricultural Education 
and Advocacy. Aydin 
Khosrowshahi, Natural 
Resources and Environ-
mental Science. Allie 
Reagan, Agricultural 
Education and Advo-
cacy. Avery Ritchey, 
Agricultural and Medi-
cal Biotechnology. Ella 
Shields, Horticultural 
Science. Jose Villanos, 
Agricultural and Medi-
cal Biotechnology.

The national competi-
tion lasts two days, but 
teams arrive early to 
spend about four days 
studying pits and soil 
descriptions provided 
by the host. 

“Sometimes these 
are things that are 
really important for the 
competition, but other 

times they’re just cool 
features of  the soil in 
the particular area,” 
Shepard said. “It’s a 
nice way to teach stu-
dents.” 

On the first competi-
tion day, four students 
from each team judge 
three pits individually, 
which determines the 
individual ranking and 
contributes to the team 
scores. On the second 
day, the entire team 
judges two pits as a 
group — with only an 
hour per pit. 

“They do all their 
interpretations, any 
sort of  calculations that 
are required, any of  the 
taxonomy — they do all 
that within an hour,” 
Shepard said. “And 
then they move on and 
do another one.” 

Shepard said he is 
continually impressed 
by the students because 
the competition is very 
intense. He said he al-
ways tells his students, 
“You all are very good 
at this.” 

Villanos appreciates 
the intensity — he 
found soil judging 
because he was looking 
for agriculture-related 
competitions. 

During the competi-
tion, Villanos was wait-
ing for more results. He 
was in the running for 
a Barry M. Goldwater 
Scholarship, a presti-
gious scholarship that 

awards up to $7,500 per 
year to students plan-
ning to pursue research 
careers in mathematics, 
engineering or natural 
science.

As Villanos and 
his teammates were 
in a pit, judging the 
soil, the 2026 Gold-
water awardees were 
announced. Once he 
finished competing, 
Villanos learned he was 
one of  them. 

Soon after, he learned 
about his and his team’s 
success at the National 
Collegiate Soils Contest. 
Though he isn’t able to 
travel to China for the 
international compe-
tition this summer, 
Villanos is still excited 
to have qualified. 

It was a day, he said, 
that will be “stuck in 
my head forever.”

Because soil judging 
offers such valuable 
experiential learning, 
Shepard said, enroll-
ment in the courses has 
been growing. And it’s 
not just the undergrad-
uate students who bene-
fit, Bodine said — she 
and Shepard continue 
to learn, too.  

“Every time a new 
soil pit is open,” she 
said, “you have some-
thing you can learn 
from the soil.”

(KT) – Sugar Foods 
of  California has is-
sued a recall of  spe-
cific lots of  Kroger 
Homestyle Cheese 
Garlic Croutons in 
Kentucky and 16 
other states, due to a 
possible health risk, 
the U.S. Food and 
Drug Administration 
(FDA) announced on 
Tuesday.

The recall is due to 

the potential for Sal-
monella contamina-
tion associated with 
milk powder used as 
an ingredient in the 
product. 

Salmonella is an 
organism that can 
cause serious and 
sometimes fatal 
infections in young 
children, frail or 
elderly people, 
and others with 
weakened immune 
systems. Healthy 
persons infected 
with Salmonella may 

experience fever, 
diarrhea (which may 
be bloody), nausea, 
vomiting, and ab-
dominal pain. In 
rare circumstances, 
infection with Sal-
monella can result in 
the organism getting 
into the bloodstream 
and producing more 
severe illnesses such 
as arterial infections 
(i.e., infected aneu-
rysms), endocarditis, 
and arthritis.

The affected milk 
powder was sup-

plied by California 
Dairies, Inc. to their 

seasoning supplier, 
Solina USA, and 
incorporated into the 
seasoning blend that 
Sugar Foods pur-
chases from Solina 
USA and applies to 
the croutons. The 
affected seasoning 
batches tested neg-
ative for Salmonella 
prior to use.

This action fol-
lows a third-party 
supplier-initiated 
recall by California 
Dairies, Inc. due to 
concerns regarding 

potential Salmonella 
contamination in 
milk powder. Out 
of  an abundance of  
caution, and because 
this milk powder was 
used in a seasoning 
ingredient supplied 
to Sugar Foods, the 
company is initiating 
this recall. Sugar 
Foods is recalling 
this product based 
on the ingredient 
supplier’s recall.

When 
the sky feels like it’s 
falling in on you, 
you have Someone 
bigger than yourself  
to go to for help. That 
Someone is God and 
that is who we put our 
faith in.

In scripture, Jesus 
explained several 
reasons why some 
people fail to put faith 
in Him. One major 
reason, is a preference 
for “darkness instead 
of  light.” Jesus taught 
that his message 
exposes wrongdoing, 
causing some 
individuals to resist 
accepting it.

“Light has come 
into the world, 
but people loved 
darkness instead of  
light because their 
deeds were evil,” 
Jesus said in John 
3:19. Following Jesus 
requires personal 
change, and that’s 

something many 
people are unwilling 
to do.

Another reason 
some people have 
trouble trusting in 
God is fear. Fear is 
a powerful emotion. 
In John 5:44, Jesus 
questioned how 

people could truly 
believe while seeking 
praise from others 
yet make no effort to 
obtain the praise that 
comes from God. To 
often we fear what 
people think and not 
what God thinks.

The Bible also 

describes what Jesus 
called “spiritual 
blindness.” In several 
passages, he said 
some people hear his 
teachings without 
truly understanding 
them. Quoting the 
prophet Isaiah, Jesus 
described people 

who “hear but do not 
understand” and “see 
but do not perceive.”

Additionally, 
Jesus warned that 
attachment to worldly 
things can prevent 
people from accepting 
spiritual truth. He 
taught that excessive 

focus on wealth, 
status, and comfort 
may interfere with 
faith. One example 
appears in the story 
of  the rich young 
ruler, who walked 
away saddened after 
being unable to give 
up his possessions to 
follow Jesus.

There are times 
in life when you’re 
coming to the end of  
your rope, but hold 
onto faith, no matter 
how small you may 
think it is. The Bible 
teaches that faith no 
larger than a grain 
of  mustard seed has 
the power to move 
mountains. (Matthew 
17:20).

I know it’s hard to 
understand that kind 
of  unseen power. 
But you can have it 
with Jesus in your 
life. The Bible says 
we can do all things 
THROUGH Christ 
which strengthen 
us. He’s the hand we 
must continue to hold 
on to. So just hold on. 
There is a gospel song 
that says, just hold on, 
our Lord will show 
up and He will take 
you through the fire 
again.

For the love of family and country
Memorial means to 

“remember” and every 
year on the last Mon-
day in May, we honor 
those who sacrificed 
their life in the line of  
active military service. 
The first Amendment 
was not only signed 
into existence with 
ink, but with the blood 
of  over 1.3 million 
Americans who have 
died in U.S. wars since 
1775, along with multi-
tudes of  wounded who 
have suffered with 
physical and mental 
difficulties. Truly, our 
privilege and freedom 
to openly live and 
speak what we believe 
are liberties that have 
come at the highest 
expense.

We live a couple of  
miles from Camp Nel-
son National Military 
Cemetery, and as you 
drive past, you can 
see many rows of  the 
over 16,000 perfectly 
lined white marble 
tombstones. I admit 
that I’ve often driven 
past without hardly 
thinking about how 
each of  these individ-
uals, at one time or 
another, accepted the 
call of  sacrificial duty. 
And what is that call? 
To defend and protect 
our liberties - what-
ever the cost! Each 
one of  these brave 
soldiers was willing 
to give their life for 
their country, as all 
gave some and some 
gave all. My family 

has suffered loss from 
war and has a deep 
appreciation for the 
men and women who 
have served to protect 
our country. Each of  
my Mother’s brothers 
and her Father served, 
and one of  her broth-
ers, Kenny Maye, was 
killed in Korea. I have 
his tags, casket flag, 
and a rare military 
photo of  him. He was 
only 20 years old in 
1950, and his body was 
never found. Sadly, 
his existence is nearly 
unknown, and I often 
wonder about the life 
he could have had.

Originally called 
Decoration Day, from 
the early tradition of  
decorating graves with 
flowers, wreaths, and 
flags, Memorial Day 
is a day for remem-
brance of  those who 
have died in service 
to our country. It was 
first widely observed 

on May 30, 1868, to 
commemorate the 
sacrifices of  Civil War 
soldiers, by proclama-
tion of  General John 
A. Logan of  the Grand 
Army of  the Republic, 
an organization of  for-
mer Union sailors and 
soldiers. During that 
first national com-
memoration, former 
Union General and 
sitting Ohio Congress-
man James Garfield 
made a speech at Ar-
lington National Cem-
etery, after which 5,000 
participants helped to 
decorate the graves of  
the more than 20,000 
Union and Confeder-
ate soldiers who were 
buried there. From 
1861-1865, approxi-
mately 620 thousand 
soldiers perished in 
the Civil War, by far 
the most devastating 
conflict in America’s 
history.

In 1971, Congress 

passed the Uniform 
Monday Holiday Act 
and established that 
Memorial Day was to 
be commemorated on 
the last Monday of  
May. Memorial Day 
is commemorated at 
Arlington National 
Cemetery each year 
with a ceremony in 
which a small Amer-
ican flag is placed on 
each grave. Tradition-
ally, the President or 
Vice President lays a 
wreath at the Tomb of  
the Unknown Soldier.

Each soldier has 
their own story, but all 
are highly esteemed 
for their conspicuous 
gallantry and intrepid-
ity at the risk of  their 
lives above and beyond 
the call of  duty. This 
is a quote from the 
Congressional Medal 
of  Honor Society. “Pri-
vate George Watson 
distinguished himself  
by extraordinary her-

oism on 8 March 1943, 
while serving in the 
Pacific Command with 
the 2d Battalion, 29th 
Quartermaster Reg-
iment, near Porlock 
Harbor, New Guinea. 
Private Watson was on 
board a troop ship, the 
Dutch Steamer ‘Jacob’ 
(United States Army 
Transport), when it 
was attacked and hit 
by enemy bombers. 
Before it sank, the ship 
was abandoned. Pri-
vate Watson, instead 
of  seeking to save him-
self, remained in deep 
waters long enough to 
assist several soldiers 
who could not swim 
to reach the safety of  
a life raft. This heroic 
action, which subse-
quently cost him his 
life, resulted in saving 
the lives of  several of  
his comrades.

Weakened by contin-
uous physical exertion 
and overcome by mus-

cular fatigue, Private 
Watson drowned 
when the suction 
of  the sinking ship 
dragged him beneath 
the surface of  the 
swirling waters. His 
demonstrated bravery 
and unselfish act set 
in motion a series of  
compelling events that 
finally led to Ameri-
can victory in the Pa-
cific. Private Watson’s 
extraordinary valor-
ous actions, his daring 
and inspiring leader-
ship, and his self-sac-
rificing devotion to his 
fellow man exemplify 
the finest traditions of  
military service.”

“We do not know one 
promise these men 
made, one pledge they 
gave, one word they 
spoke; but we do know 
they summed up and 
perfected, by one su-
preme act, the highest 
virtues of  humanity. 
Because of  their love 
for country, they ac-
cepted death, and thus 
resolved all doubts, 
and made immortal 
their patriotism and 
their virtue.” – James 
A. Garfield, May 30, 
1868, Arlington Na-
tional Cemetery.

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It was the last few 
days of  the season, 
and this gobbler 
had outwitted me 
for days. He roosted 
in the same place 
nearly every night. 
Almost every morn-
ing he would let 
me know he was 
there. And in turn I 
would let him know 
I was there too, even 
though I would hide 
my true identity with 
a soft cluck, purr, 
or yelp. Because he 
was older, he never 
got out of  character. 
After all, it was the 
hen’s obligation to 
come to where he 
was. Therefore, he 
never moved from 

his area. He would 
gobble on the roost, 
fly down, then gobble 
and strut until the 
hen joined him. This 
particular morning, 
I decided to push 
the envelope and get 
as close as possible, 
knowing that I might 
get too close and be 
seen either by him or 
a hen. I was hop-
ing the new spring 
foliage would block 
my movement. It did. 
And there I sat, as 
close as I had ever 
set up to him before. 
He gobbled. I purred. 
Then another hen 
decided that she was 
not going to let me 
have any chance at 

her man. So, for the 
next several min-
utes, she made every 
sound a turkey can 
make.

The truth 
is, life rarely follows 
plan A.  Solomon 
put it this way. “A 
man’s heart plans 
his way, but the Lord 
directs his steps.”

plan B. And plan B 
with God will always 
be the most memo-
rable – and the most 
successful.

STRANGE CHRISTIANS
Zebras aren’t exact-

ly known for blending 
in, and Tennesseans 
couldn’t help but 
notice the runaway 
zebra trotting in their 
backyard in June of  
last year. When the 
Murfreesboro Police 
Department received 
calls about a zebra 
galloping along the 
interstate, officers  
thought someone was 
horsing around. But 
after several neigh-
borhood sightings, 
a week-long chase 
ensued and, “Ed the 
Zebra was captured 
safely after being 
located in a pasture 
near a subdivision,” 
according to the Asso-
ciated Press.

 The Volunteer State 
instantly recognized 
that while there is 
plenty of  wildlife in 
Tennessee (and no 

shortage of  folklore 
creatures), this black-
and-white cousin 
of  the horse was a 
foreigner in strange 
territory. Because he 
belonged to a land 
across the Atlantic,  
he stood out too much 
to blend in.

Similarly,  believ-
ers in Christ belong 
to land lying beyond 
this life and above 
the skies, “a land that 
is fairer than day,” 
called heaven.

Because  of  this, 
Christians should 
stand out in the world 
too much to blend 
in—much more than 
a zebra in the back-
woods of  Tennessee. 
The Scripture teaches 
that there should be 
a black-and-white 
difference between 
those of  this world 
and those who belong 
to the “kingdom  not 
of  this world” (John 

18:36). Disciples of  
Christ should not 
camouflage them-
selves within the cul-
ture like chameleons 
or live under cover 
like secret agents, 
which is why Peter 
exhorted Christians, 
“Beloved, I urge you 

as sojourners and 
exiles to abstain  from 
the passions of  the 
flesh, which wage war 
against your soul” (1 
Peter 2:11). Sojourn-
ers are strangers 
passing through—ex-
iles living away from 
their homeland—and 
both are true of  Je-

sus-followers who are 
“citizens of  heaven” 
(Phil. 3:21).

The  believer’s 
speech should sound 
like a foreign lan-
guage to everyone 
else—upbuilding rath-
er than destructive 
and seasoned with 
grace rather than 

spoiled with obscenity 
(Eph. 4:29; Col. 3:8). A 
Christian’s conduct 
should make other 
people think, “They 
must not  be from 
around here.” Saints 
saved by grace ought 
to forgive in a world 
that desires revenge, 
pursue godliness in a 
society that applauds 
immorality, and live 
humbly in a culture 
inflated by pride (Eph. 
4:32; Gen. 6:9; Col. 
3:12). Paul the apostle 
said it  best: “Do not 
be conformed to this 
world, but be trans-
formed by the renewal 
of  your mind” (Rom. 
12:2a). The children of  
God are called to be 
“without blemish in 
the midst of  a crooked 
and twisted genera-
tion, among whom 
you shine as lights 
in the world” (Phil.  
2:15).

• Network as much 
as possible. Many 
job openings are 
learned about through 
personal relationships. 
Employers may not 
advertise widely 

and hope that word 
of  mouth will bring 
applicants to their 
doors, or through 
recommendations 
from other employees. 
Reach out to academic 
advisors, former 
professors and 
colleagues in your 
academic department. 
Be sure to maintain 
these networking 
relationships.

• Consider growth-
stage companies. 
The University of  
Missouri Career 

Center says growth-
stage companies tend 
to hire entry level 
professionals who do 
not necessarily have 
a lot of  experience. 
These are fast-growing 
companies looking 
to expand their 
operations and build 
company culture.

• Utilize networking 
social media apps. 
Indeed and LinkedIn 
enable people to 
network and make it 
easy to apply for jobs 
directly through their 
sites or apps. There’s 
even the option to 
passively apply for 
jobs by having a 
résumé uploaded 
where companies can 
search and find you 
if  your skills are a 
match.

Finding a job after 
graduation is a 
priority for graduates 
anxious to begin 
their careers. Various 
strategies can help 
new grads find work 
sooner rather than 
later.
